· Boating Facilities
Amy introduced the few changes made to the regulations to specifically address boating facilities on the Yakima River, primarily based on County staff discussions with WDFW.  Group discussion followed, but no changes were made to the proposal.
If floating dock is not permanently attached, does it require a permit?  Yes.
No “one size fits all” dock standard plan is possible on the Yakima River – the County will probably do an FAQ to help applicants. Can use a JARPA.
On the Yakima River – sometimes there is not an 18-inch depth – some may not be physically able to install a dock.
